You will need to register at the church office before 10.00 a.m.
each Thursday for the following Sunday’s service. Your name
and phone number for you and those attending with you in
your bubble will be recorded by Christina, and a seating plan
will be made based on this information.

On Sunday morning, you will be met at the door by a greeter
wearing a mask who will:

Confirm your name(s) and phone number(s) on the list
provided by the church office.

If there is sufficient space with physical distancing,
attendees who have not pre-registered will be welcome
to enter, and their names and contact information will
be added to the registration list.

Unfortunately, if there is insufficient space, non-
registered people may need to be turned away, and
will be given information about the church website and
Facebook page.
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Each person in the church is expected to:
o Wear a mask going to and from their seat (you choose
whether to wear your mask while seated)
o Use hand-sanitizer upon arrival and when leaving
o Maintain a physical distance of at least 2 meters or 6
feet at all times with anyone outside your bubble.
o Not shake hands or touch or hug others.

Offering plates will be available on a table in the entry for you
to place your offering, on the way in or out.

A greeter will show you your designated seat, and you are to
remain seated for the whole service. However, if you need to
use the washroom, please do so.

Coats and hats are to be taken into the Sanctuary.

Bulletins will be on the chairs and pews. Used bulletins are to
be put in the provided blue bin or taken home.

No congregational or choir singing is allowed.

There will be no hand-shaking or moving around during the
Passing of the Peace. Please smile or wave to others.

There will be no Sunday School at this time, and children will
need to remain in their seats during Children’s Time and
during the whole service.

There will be one or two video cameras at the back of the
Sanctuary, as the service will be recorded for viewing later on
the church website and Facebook page.

e When the service is over:

o Rev. Neal will remain in the pulpit and Martha will
remain at the organ or piano,

o You will be asked to exit pew by pew starting at the
back, and to go directly to the parking lot or your
vehicle,

There will be no serving of refreshments, and
Please respect the physical distancing requirements
while outside in the parking lot.
